· I find flexible groupings work very well, and was pleased to see them mentioned in the SDP. I can understand how the literacy focus will help strengthen student decoding and word recognition skills. It feels, though, like this is primarily aimed at grades 1 and 2 and at risk readers in older grades. Are there also plans to further the literacy skills of older students who are reading at or above grade level? It isn't immediately obvious how the mathematical focus mentioned will improve fluency in basic facts.

· I worry that children without learning disabilities or ESL at Glendale miss out on educational opportunities because resources and time go to high need students.

· I like the focus on literacy via phonics and numeracy. These are areas that can be helped at home easily since there are so many resources to help parents supplement/ practice their child’s learning.
